FIFA U17 Women's World Cup  
28th October to 16th November 2008 
www.fifa.com/u17womensworldcup/news 
High-ranking officials from FIFA, the New Zealand government and all 11 confirmed  
participating nations descended on the city's Te Papa Museum for the biggest and most  
significant milestone before the tournament kicks off on 28 October—the draw.  
 
With Ghana, Cameroon and Nigeria still battling for Africa's two berths and CONCACAF's qualifying competition yet 
to conclude, five names were missing from those pulled from the hat at the glittering ceremony. Nevertheless, the task 
ahead for the seeded Kiwi hosts and their European, Asian and South American visitors has become considerably 
clearer, with the draw throwing up some mouth-watering clashes between the emerging forces in women's youth foot-
ball.  
 
Germany, Korea DPR and Colombia number among the early favourites for FIFA's newest tournament, with all three 
having claimed gold at their respective preliminary tournaments. However, with the likes of Brazil, France, Japan and 
the yet-to-be decided African and CONCACAF contenders added to the mix, New Zealand 2008 promises to be exciting 
and unpredictable from the outset.

The draw has also illuminated fans and organisers at the four Host Cities, with Auckland staging the opening two 
matches of Group A, Christchurch acting as the primary venue for Group B, Hamilton welcoming Group C and Welling-
ton reassuming the role of gracious host for those competing in Group D. 
New Zealand, which has been gearing up ever since beating off six rival nations for the right to host this tournament, 
will now ramp up its preparations for an event that, according to Local Organising Committee CEO Chris Simpson, is 
much bigger than most people would realise. He said: "There is a perception that because it is an age-group women's 
event, it is small fry. That couldn't be further from the truth. The television rights have been bought by more than 150 
territories throughout Asia, Africa, Europe and America."  
Simpson is now out to eclipse the success enjoyed during and after the FIFA U-17 World Cup in 1999. "FIFA has indi-
cated that '99 was a great success and we now have the responsibility of ensuring this year's event is just as successful," 
he said. "We have done an economic impact report into how valuable this event is to New Zealand and it has been con-
servatively estimated at $30 million into the economy."

Looking after your Football Boots www.boot-room.com/care-of-football-boots.htm  
Nobody likes cleaning their boots after a game. Why do the pros have apprentices who clean their boots 
for them? 
However, in order to get the best out of your boots and indeed to prolong the life of your boots it is im-
portant to keep them in good order. 
Here's a guide to keeping your boots in the best shape possible. 
1. Take off the loose mud after a game and wipe the rest of the boot clean with a damp cloth. 
2. Allow your boots to dry naturally. The best way of drying boots is to stuff them with paper and allow 
them to dry naturally. Never force-dry them near a radiator or an airing cupboard. There are three main 
reasons for this. Firstly is that the upper is cemented to the sole unit and anything hot can dry out this 
adhesion. The second is that leather uppers react badly to too much heat, the leather drying up and be-
coming hard and brittle. The third is that the sole unit can warp if the heat is intense enough. It will also 
make them less comfortable the next time you use them!! 
3. Once dry, use a leather polish. It keeps the leather supple and will maintain it. Afterwards use a dub-
bin to keep them extra soft and to keep the natural oils replaced. Natural beeswax works well too. 
Care of Studded Boots 
 
When changeable studded boots are first purchased, normally the studs will not be tightened. It is ad-
visable to tighten them and while doing so, add a touch of Vaseline to the screw part to help stop the 
studs rusting into the boot.

     TOURNAMENT RULES & CONDITIONS cont. 
All players must attempt to keep upright at all times, no slide tackles.  This will result in a free kick. 
Any player (attack or defence) may enter the goal area,  however a goal may only be scored from outside the goal area. 
If the last player to touch the ball was from the attacking team the ball is played as a goal kick by the defensive team. 
If the last player to touch the ball was a defensive player the ball is registered as a corner by the attacking team. 
For all free kicks and throw-ins opposing players must be 5m away from the ball. 
In all cases where a referee deems a “professional” foul has been committed (i.e. the intent of the player was to illegally stop a 

goal chance being taken), the player responsible will be sin-binned for five minutes (the player must stand behind his/her 
own goal and cannot be replaced, the referee is the sole judge of time).  A penalty shot will be awarded to the attacking 
team, to be taken from the centre of the goal area perimeter line. 

A goal can be scored from anywhere in the field of play (outside the goal area). 
There are no corner kicks, corners will be entered on the score sheet and used in the event of a draw at full-time to decide the 

winner. 
If there is still a draw at full-time based on corners, a penalty shoot-out will take place to determine the winner. 
Mixed Social or Mixed Serious Division must have a minimum of 3 female players on the field at all times.  An all woman’s 

team may register to play within the Mixed & Mixed Serious divisions. 
Age limit is restricted to 13yrs and above (this is an Adult Tournament) for the Mixed Social/Business House division.  

Men Serious division is limited to 15yrs and up, Mixed Serious 15yrs and up.   Mens Over 30’s may request ID.   
In the event the referee deems a player guilty of serious misconduct, that player will be sent from the field immediately and will be 

ineligible to take the field for the next game played.  Repeat instances of serious misconduct may result in the team being re-
moved from the competition.  No Refunds. 

All team managers must meet at the Papakura City Football Club at 8:30am each day for briefing/notices. 
The terms of our liquor licence state that no alcohol may be bought onto the grounds, the bar will be operating throughout the week-

end.  Please respect the ruling, otherwise we reserve the right to confiscate your alcohol.
